
CONGRATULATIONS MARY & KIRBY

2010 RESERVE CHAMPIONS
HUMANE SOCIETY OF NORTH TEXAS
EXTREME MUTT MAKEOVER


On August 14, 2010, Mary Watcher, received the Reserve Champion title, in the 2010 Extreme Mutt Makeover.  She competed with Kirby, a one year old, rat terrier shelter dog, at the Will Rogers Coliseum, Ft. Worth, Texas.  The 

Mary was one of fifteen dog trainers nationwide selected to train a shelter dog in 8 weeks.  The Humane Society of North Texas selected 17 dogs from various shelters and rescue groups throughout Texas.  Each dog was over 9 months, deemed difficult (or impossible) to adopt, and destined for euthanasia.  The dogs were randomly drawn by the trainers.  The purpose of the Extreme Mutt Makeover is:  to spread the word that most shelter dogs simply need a second chance; to show what is possible in just eight weeks of training; and to bring attention to the overwhelming numbers of dogs that are being euthanized daily in shelters across the nation.

The competition consisted of:  Round 1, Obedience; Round 2, Obstacle and Distraction Course; and Round 3, Freestyle – Special Skills/Talents.  In the finals, Mary competed against two other trainers for cash prizes and awards. 

Of the 17 dogs competing, 14 dogs were adopted by the end of the competition, including Kirby.  The other three dogs will be in foster homes until adopted, none will be euthanized. 

The 2010 Mutt Makeover takes place in conjunction with the Extreme Mustang Makeover.  The Extreme Mustang Makeover goal is to train never-before-handled wild mustangs and prepare them for competition and adoption.  Since 2007, two thousand of these horses have been adopted.  The 2010 event featured more than 100 formerly wild horses competing for over $100,000 in prize money.
